Under this guarantee Recollections Investments Pty Ltd ACN 007 347 211 (Recollections) warrants to the original purchaser that its Humfrey & Schutz range of bathroom products are free of manufacturing defects, arising under 
normal domestic use for a period of one (1) year from the date of the original purchase. Recollections also warrants to the original purchaser that where a Physical Vapour Deposition (PVD) coating (also known as “the Titanium 
Strength Finish”) is applied to any Humfrey & Schutz bathroom product the said coating will not fade, rub off or tarnish under normal domestic use for a periods of ten (10) years from the original date of purchase. Should any 
such mechanical defects arise within that one year period or PVD coating defects within that ten (10) year period, please return the product to the original point of purchase. The defect will then be repaired or at the
option of Recollections replaced free of charge save that the purchaser will be responsible for removal and re-installation, freight and insurance. The benefits conferred by this warranty are in addition to all other rights and 
remedies in respect of the goods which a consumer has under Australian Law and which cannot be excluded save that the liability of Recollections is at its option, limited to repair or replacement of goods or payment of the costs 
of repairs or replacement. This guarantee only applies provided the goods are used in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions and are not damaged by accident, intentional damage, neglect, institutional use or exposure to 
environmental extremes.

Maintaining your Titanium Strength Product.
The Do’s

• All you need is a clean moist soft cloth!
• A long lasting shine will be maintained if after each use you rinse off your tap set with clear water 

and wipe dry with a soft cloth.
• Regular wiping will prevent a build up of soap residues and grime.

The Do Not’s
• Never use abrasive pads, powder cleaners nor liquid abrasive cleaners. These products will not 

remove the Titanium coating but will dull the surface below thus reducing the lustre.
• Do not use chemical or corrosive cleaners, methylated spirits or hydrocarbon solvents. These 

products will not remove the Titanium coating but may remove the lubricants used to aid the 
sealing rings.

What is the PVD process?
• Pre-polished and pre-plated metal (in this case hard chrome plated brass) is placed in a chamber.
• The chamber is evacuated and the vacuum is then charged with heated gases.
• Titanium and or Zircon Oxide is coated on to the prepared surface by a process similar to a 

lightning strike with the assistance of the heated gases.

Why PVD?
• The process transfers the strength and durability of Titanium to the surface of the normally softer 

material.
• The process is effective in reducing oxidation.
• The process is more environmentally friendly than electroplating.

What does this mean to me?
The Titanium Strength Finish

• is coated onto hard chrome plating
• is easy to maintain1

• is not going to fade2

• is not going to be rubbed off 2

• is not going to tarnish2

• is not going to scratch3

Plumbing Installation Instructions
Installation instructions for Oxford Vanity Basin Set (Jumper Valve Type)
Before you start!!!
(For your protection, this product should be fitted by a licensed installer.)
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Note.. Our warranty covers any manufacturing defects. Installation of plumbing products must be carried 
out by qualified personal. Any damage to our product caused by misuse, incorrect installation or installation by 
unqualified personnel is not covered by our warranty. The standoff clips provided must be properly installed. Any 
installation with line pressures above 150psi (10.35bar) require regulation. Recollections cannot be held responsi-
ble for damage caused by high pressure systems. Ceramic disc installations work best with pressures between 30 
psi (2.07bar) and 150psi (10.35bar).  Ceramic Disc do not work well on low pressure or gravity fed systems.

1.  Before installation of your Humfrey & Schutz ™ Oxford series Vanity Basin Set, flush 
both the hot and cold lines to make sure that there are no sediments or construction 
related impurities remaining. 

2.  Remove all components from the carton and place on a protected or soft surface. It 
is recommended that you also place a protective cloth on the inside of any porcelain 
hand basin during installation. 

a. Open the valves to at least half way.
b. Undo the top buttons and remove the handles from the spindles.
c. Unscrew the Bell Flange (Housing) from the stuffing box assemblies.

Now you can....
3. Take the T Piece Breech plus the Hot and Cold Bodies and join them all together.

a. For porcelain or pre-drilled basins, match and align all three pieces against the 
three holes provided. Shorten the Tee Piece if required. 

b. For un-drilled basins, under counter basins or solid tops (max 20mm), drill three 
holes 100mm apart; the two outer holes at 35mm diameter and the centre hole at 
25mm (30mm max) diameter.

First thing is to...
4.  Install the spout in the centre hole, securing the washer provided between the 

underside and the lock nut also provided.
Next thing....

5. Remove the top Lock Nut and one Washer from each Body and screw down the lower 
Lock Nuts to at least half way (all the way for greater wall thicknesses), leaving one 
plastic washer in place. 

6. Push up the Body & Tee Piece assembly through the basin or bench top from below, 
making sure that you engage the Tee Piece Ferrule to the Spout Nipple .

7. Attach both the hot and cold 1/2” copper inflow pipes using Compression Olives and 
Nuts provided. (Discard both items if flexible hoses are used.) 

8. Relocate the Top Lock Nut and screw down two revolutions (5 to 7 mm) 
9. Re-adjust the Lower Lock Nut back upwards as tight as you can by hand and firm up by 

re-tightening the Top Lock Nut .
Now to finish off..

10. Replace the two Bell Housings (Flanges) and hand tighten 
11. Replace the two Handles and close the valves. 
12. Replace the two Buttons and firm with a spanner or adjustable wrench.

Last of all..
Flush the lines and valves again to remove air locks and to prevent debris from lodging 
beneath the jumper valve.
